Discussion Questions and Writing Prompts
1. How are American/Canadian internment camps similar to Nazi concentration camps?
2. How are American/Canadian internment camps different from Nazi concentration camps?

3. Why did the American/Canadian government feel it was appropriate or acceptable to intern American/Canadian citizens? 

4. If you were in a position of power during this time, would you have supported internment or not? Explain. 

5. Do you think the people interned in American/Canadian camps were entitled to restorations based on the government’s actions? 

6. Put yourself in the position of internees. If you were to be interned with no idea of how your future would unfold and allowed only to take one bag with you, what would you pack? Explain why you would select the items in your bag. 
7. How would you feel if your government decided that some part of who you are makes you worthy of imprisonment? Explain. 

8. Investigate other instances of civilian imprisonment in the world. Based on our study of the Holocaust and your research, what conclusions can you come to about the motives and intent of imprisoning civilians? Provide support for your conclusion from the materials we have seeen as a class and which you worked on independently.
