CIVIL LAW FINAL: Create a Civil Law Case

Your task is to demonstrate your understanding of civil law and tort action by creating your own case scenario-you make it up!!. You are free to create your own facts, but they must support the tort action and the remedy you are seeking in damages. You must also outline any available defences.

Step 1: The thinking part…Choose an area of tort law (intentional or unintentional). The case you create should: 

· describe the parties involved, (names and addresses of plaintiff and defendant)
· the circumstances and events that gave rise to the tort, 

· evidence to establish that the tort occurred, 

· evidence to support a defence for the defendant, 

· plaintiff’s claim for damages (general at the very least)
Step 2: The written part…submit a Notice of Claim AND:

Prepare a written tort law summary for your case. It must include the following information:

· Name of the tort.

· Name and address of the plaintiff

· Name and address of the defendant

· The specific claim(s) for damages and supporting evidence for each (create a detailed list)
· Proof of tort (for an intentional tort, summarize the facts that support it. For a negligence action, show how each element is proven.)
· Defence available for the defendant and how it was established.

The case should be a minimum of two pages in length.
