Crime in “Fairy Tales” Assignment (Criminal Law Final Project)
The purpose of this assignment is to use your knowledge of Criminal Law and the Criminal Code and then apply what you've learned to a fictional situation.

Step 1:
Finding and citing the offences.

1.
Find a great fairy tale..cartoon movie, etc..  Try to use an old version of well-known stories, as they are often more crime-ridden than current day versions.

2.
Write a case brief for the crimes described in the story.  Use cases from your textbook as models for this part of the assignment.

3.
Decide who has committed criminal acts in the story.  List all the individuals who have committed crimes and the crimes you believe they've committed. (Animals and inanimate objects can also be charged.)

4.
Look up the actual definition of each of these crimes in the Criminal Code to see if the action in the story is a crime according to our current laws. Assume all the criminal activity occurred in Langley this year and that all critters (and even inanimate objects) are adult humans.  Copy the specific sections or subsections of the criminal code that apply and explain how this charge is appropriate in this situation.

Describe the specific actions, activities, conversations etc that are the actus reus and mens rea for each of the crimes you've noted.
